This job involves lots of direct contact time
with dogs and their owners, but also (inevitably) a lot
of driving of a transit-size van. We’re a team of four,
so you’ll become part of a close bunch and between
us we walk over 100 dogs a week… so you’ll definitely
get to meet a large range of breeds and
personalities. 



You’ll collect and drop off up to 20 dogs
per day in one of our vans, from their
homes around South Liverpool. The route
planning’s all done for you but safe
driving and ensuring the dogs are picked
up and dropped home safely is our, and
your biggest concern. 

You’ll spend time with the dogs on our
secure field, maybe meeting one of the
other Hound Hub walkers and their pack
whilst you’re there. You’ll make sure
everyone is behaving, getting lots of
exercise and of course giving cuddles
where they’re wanted. 

What you'll be doing.

If they’re at home, you’ll also interact
with our customers, answer any
questions and update them on how
their dog’s day has been. You’ll always
ensure you secure our customer’s
houses when you leave, leaving the
house as they ask (alarm on/off, dog
wiped down, water refilled – you get the
gist).

You’ll be happy to regularly complete
training around canine first aid, manual
handling, health and safety and other
vital bits of learning. 



First and foremost, you must see yourself
in our company values: 

Experience of dog handling is needed,
and you must be confident in working
with a variety of breeds.

A clean driving licence and confidence
behind the wheel. 

Education is not our top priority in this job,
the ability to manage our four-legged
friends and giving warmth, care and a
love to them is far more important.

Then we’ll pop for a
coffee so we can go through the details and see
how you feel about the job and how we feel about
your fit.
